Proposed Development: The project involves the removal of two support piles and one 4 foot (1) x 45 foot (w)
slip finger that results in two smaller slips becoming a single larger slip. The bottom sediment surrounding the
base of the support piles will be excavated below the mudline and stockpiled temporarily while the piles are cut 2
feet below the mudline. The stockpiled material will then be returned and the space refilled once the cutoff is
complete. No landside improvements are proposed.

Rationale: The subject site is an existing 207 slip marina with a parking lot and restrooms on the landside, which
offers boat slip rental to the public. Public access is available along the bulkhead on the project site. The proposed
project is intended to help facilitate better use of a difficult angle in the marina resulting in no net loss of boat slips.
The project will not change the number of boats that can be accommodated in the marina. The removal of the slip
finger will create 212 square feet of open water and increase soft bottom area by 1.57 square feet with removal of
the two support piles. The site has been surveyed by the City of Newport Beach Harbor Resources Division for
eelgrass and eelgrass has been discovered within 15-feet of the project area. However, the applicant states that the
project has been designed to not impact eelgrass, and will actually create open water area and increase soft bottom
area. The applicant proposes to prevent construction debris from entering marina waters and remove any debris
which inadvertently enter the waters within 24 hours of occurrence to address possible construction-phase impacts.
The proposed development will not result in adverse impacts to coastal access, coastal resources, public recreation
or coastal views. Also, the proposed development will not prejudice the City’s ability to prepare a Certified Local
Coastal Program and is consistent with the land use designation in the City’s certified Land Use Plan, past
Commission actions in the area and Chapter Three policies of the Coastal Act.

This waiver will not become effective until reported to the Commission at their August 10-12, 2016 meeting and
the site of the proposed development has been appropriately noticed, pursuant to 13054(b) of the California Code
of Regulations. The Notice of Pending Permit shall remain posted at the site until the waiver has been validated
and no less than seven days prior to the Commission hearing.

The proposed project complies with the applicable water
efficiency and conservation measures of the City’s adopted CALGreen standards concerning irrigation systems
and efficient fixtures and appliances. The proposed development will not adversely impact public access, coastal
resources, public recreation or coastal views.

proposes to implement construction best management practices during paving activities
including placement of silt curtains, straw waitles, and sandbags adjacent to the roadway to
prevent runoff into the wetlands. Construction staging will take place on existing roadways
and paved areas near the Los Alamitos Pump Station which is served by the access road.
Construction will take place outside of the winter rainy season. The existing drainage features
between the roadway and the wetlands will be maintained in a functional state during and
following construction. The development is located within both the cities of Long Beach and
Seal Beach, but within an uncertified area subject to Coastal Commission jurisdiction. The
permit amendment is consistent with the policies of the City of Long Beach certified LCP.
The permit amendment will not prejudice the City of Seal Beach’s ability to prepare a
certified LCP. Additionally, the permit amendment is consistent with previous Commission
actions in the area and with Chapter 3 policies of the Coastal Act, which are the standard of
TEVIEW.

Notice is hereby given that: Three Arch Bay Community Services District (CSD) has applied for
a one year extension of Permit No. 5-04-089 granted by the California Coastal Commission on
August 9, 2005 for:

Construction of a new storm drain system within the Three Arch Bay Community
including within Vista del Sol and La Senda streets, to replace the existing
deteriorated community storm drain system (see note below). The project will
include relocation of the ocean outlet. The project includes approximately 3,000 feet
of new storm drain lines, 20 new catch basins, several new manholes, and
abandonment of several older lines. A tunnel for the new ocean outlet location is
proposed to be excavated by hand.

at:  Three Arch Bay Community, Laguna Beach, (Orange County).

NOTE: Coastal Development Permit No. 5-04-089 was amended on November 11, 2011 to
delete the following portions of the approved project: 1) installation of new storm drain pipes
within Vista del Sol from the upstream end of the storm drain system to Stonington Road, and
from Encino to North La Senda Drive; and, 2) modification of the smaller desilter basin, located
at the upstream terminus of the storm drain system and of Vista del Sol street, by replacing the
existing 18 inch reinforced concrete pipe riser with a 30 inch ID CSP. The deleted aspects of 5-
04-089 were approved via Coastal Development Permit Waiver No. 5-11-121-W at the
Commission’s November 2011 hearing.

Pursuant to Section 13169 of the Commission Regulations the Executive Director has
determined that there are no changed circumstances affecting the proposed development's
consistency with the Coastal Act. The Commission Regulations state that "if no objection is
received at the Commission office within ten (10) working days of publishing notice, this
determination of consistency shall be conclusive. . . and the Executive Director shall issue the
extension." 1f an objection is received, the extension application shall be reported to the
Commission for possible hearing.
